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1. Introducing yourself

If you want to introduce yourself in French, then this French conversation is for you.

You'll also learn how to talk about your nationality.

e Bonjour, je m’appelle Robert.
o Hello, my name is Robert.

e  Enchantée, Robert. Je m’appelle Jill.

o  Nice to meet you, Robert. My name is Jill.
Quelle est ta nationalité? Je suis francais.

o  What is your nationality? I am French.
Je suis américaine.

o Iam American.

2. Talking about weather

People talk about weather all around the world.
So, it's a good French conversation topic to have. And these phrases will help you talk about it.

¢ Quel temps fait-il aujourd’hui?
o  What is the weather like today?
e Il pleut.
o  It’s raining.
o Il fait froid?
o Isitcold?
e Non, il fait un peu chaud.
o No, it is a little hot.

3. Talking about plans

Here's a potential conversation in French between two friends. What do friends talk about?
Going out, of course!

e Qu’est-ce que tu veux faire aujourd’hui?
o  What do you want to do today?
e  Tu veux aller au cinéma ou au parc?
o Do you want to go to the cinema or the park?
. Je voudrais voir un film.
o  I'would like to see a movie.
« A quelle heure?
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o At what time?
. A treize heures.

o At 1:00 PM. (13:00)
o D’accord. A bientot!

o  Okay. See you soon!

4. Talking about what you are doing

Another good French conversation example. Most of us talk about "what we're doing" with
friends quite often. So, you'll need to know this in French.

e Qu’est-ce que tu fais?
o  What are you doing?
o Jeregarde la télé. Qu’est-ce que tu fais?
o Iam watching TV. What are you doing?
e  J’écoute la musique.
o Iam listening to music.
. C’est tout?
o Isthatit?
e Non. J’étudie les maths aussi.
o  No, I am studying math also.

5. Asking about learning French

And since you're indeed learning French, you should be able to talk about it.

e Tu étudies le francais depuis quand?

o  How long have you studied French?
J’étudie le francais depuis cinq ans. Et toi?

o Ihave studied for five years. And you?
J’étudie depuis 2017.

o  I'have studied French since 2017.
Pourquoi étudies-tu le francais?

o  Why do you study French?
J’adore la France. Et le francais est tres beau.

o Ilove France. And French is very beautiful.
6. More introduction information

In this French conversation example, you'll learn how to talk about age and where you're from.

e  Tuviens d’ou?
o  Where are you from?
«  Je viens des Etats-Unis. Et toi?
o Iam from the United States. And you?
. Je viens du Canada.
o I'am from Canada.
e Tuas quel age?
o How old are you?
e  J’ai quarante ans. Et toi?
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o I'm forty. And you?
e  J’ai trente-cinq ans.
o I am thirty-five years old.
7. Talking about likes

e Tuaimes les Iégumes?
o Do you like vegetables?
e Oui, je préfere les carottes et les petits pois.
o  Yes,I prefer carrots and peas.
e Tuaimes les fruits?
o Do you like fruits?
e Oui,j’adore les fraises et les pommes.
o  Yes,Ilove strawberries and apples.
. Moi aussi. Les fruits sont délicieux.
o  Me too. Fruits are delicious.

8. Talking about dislikes

e Tu aimes les [égumes?
o Do you like vegetables?
e Non.Je n’aime pas les légumes.
o No.Ido not like vegetables.
e  Tun’aimes pas les oignons?
o  You don’t like onions?
o  Je déteste les oignons.
o Ihate onions.
9. Ordering food

e Je voudrais un sandwich jambon-fromage.

o I would like a ham and cheese sandwich.

. Et avec ¢a?
o And with that?
. Je voudrais une salade verte.
o I would like a green salad.
o C’est tout?
o Isthatall?
. Je voudrais un café.
o I would like a coffee.

10. Shopping

o Un macaron, ¢a cofite combien?
o A macaron, it costs how much?
o Deux euros.
o  Two euros.
e Je voudrais deux macarons, s’il vous plait.
o  I'would like two macarons, please.
e  (a fait quatre euros.
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o That will be four euros.

. Voila.

o Hereitis.
o Merci.

o  Thank you.

11. Asking about hobbies

e Qu’est-ce que tu aimes faire?
o  What do you like to do?
e  J’aime faire la cuisine et lire.
o Ilike to cook and to read.
e Qu’est-ce que tu aimes faire?
o  What do you like to do?
e  J’aime jouer aux sports. Jaime le foot et le basket.

o llike to play sports. I like soccer and basketball.

12. Asking how someone is doing

e  Comment ca va?
o How are you?
e  Cavabien. Et toi?
o Idoing well. And you?
e Cavamal.
o Iam doing poorly.
e  Pourquoi?
o  Why?
e Je suis triste.
o lamsad.
13. Asking about classes

e Tu aimes les mathématiques?
o Do you like math?
e Oui. C’est tres facile.
o  Yes.It’s very easy.
e  Tu aimes la biologie?
o Do you like biology?
e Non. La biologie est difficile.
o No. Biology is hard.
e  Comment est le prof?
o  How is the teacher?
e  Le prof est stricte.
o  The teacher is strict.
14. Booking a hotel

. Je voudrais réserver une chambre.
o I would like to reserve a room.
e Pour combien de personnes?
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o  For how many people?
. Pour deux personnes.
o  For two people.
o Avec deux lits?
o  With two beds?
. Non. Avec un lit.
o  No. With one bed.
15. Asking directions

Ou est la pharmacie?
o  Where is the pharmacy?
La pharmacie est pres du musée.
o  The pharmacy is near the museum.
« A droite ou a gauche?
o  To the right or to the left?
La pharmacie est en face du musée.
o  The pharmacy is facing the museum.
