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Demonstrative Adjectives and Pronouns 

In English, demonstrative adjectives and pronouns are the same words. They specify which item(s) a person is 

referring to. For example, if you order a pastry and the cashier asks, “Which do you want?”, you can say, “That 

one”. In English, demonstrative adjectives and pronouns are as follows: 

 

Demonstrative Adjectives in Spanish 

Demonstrative adjectives specify objects/people or clarify how close something is to another noun or 

pronoun. For example, “This pizza is just as delicious as that pizza.” 

 

Demonstrative Pronouns in Spanish 

Demonstrative pronouns in Spanish use an accent mark on the first “e” to replace the noun that is being 

specified. Think of the accent mark as the word “one” when we use demonstratives in English. For example, 

instead of saying, “This pizza is just as delicious as that pizza” (demonstrative adjectives), we could say, “This 

pizza is just as delicious as that one” (demonstrative pronoun). Demonstrative pronouns are used to avoid 

repeating the same noun more than necessary (i.e. “pizza”). 

 

 

“This” and “these” have the t’s. “That” and “those” don’t.
